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Executive Summary

This report summarises the key findings of consultation associated with the proposed Washdyke
Industrial development. Consultation involved:

o Mail out to identified Stakeholders and Stakeholder meetings;
o Mail out to landowners and occupiers; and
o * Community Open Day (10 December 2008).

The feedback from the consultation was analysed and categorised according to the four aspects
that the community were asked to comment on. The aspects included:

i. Views on the proposed Industrial H zoning;

ii. Views on the proposed Industrial L zoning;

iii. Views on the proposed transportation linkages and

iv. Views regarding the proposed no build “buffer area” to the north of the site.

The following summarises key issues raised during consultation:

o Support for looking at coordinated development for the future.
o Support from the business community for rezoning.
o Resident opposition to the proposed industrial zones being in close proximity to the

existing residences, due to potential reverse sensitivity issues including, dust, noise,
visual amenity, odour, air quality, and the disruption of their views and rural outlook.

o Opposition to the proposed location of walkways.

o Opposition to the proposed ‘no build’ “buffer area” as people believe it is overly
restrictive on private landowners.

o A number of suggestions have been made about the transportation routes; the
community is largely supportive of the need to have coordinated transportation
routes through the area.

It is recommended Timaru District Council consider a number of matters as the project progresses
towards a proposed plan change request. Such matters include:

o Further development of the structure plan to address reverse sensitivity issues.

J Refinement of cycle/walkway routes.

o Further development of roading design.

o Development of the Integrated Stormwater Catchment Management Plan.

o ‘Reconsideration of the proposed ‘no build; “buffer area” to the north of the site.

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Introduction

This consultation report provides an analysis of the feedback received from consultation for
the Timaru District Council’s proposed Washdyke Industrial Development.

The purpose of the consultation report is to:

e |dentify issues the community have raised reagarding the proposed Washdyke
Industrial Development prior to the proposal proceeding into a proposed plan
change request; and

e Make recommendations on what aspects of the proposal need to be considered
further, prior to a proposed plan change request.

Consultation was undertaken through meetings with key stakeholders, a mail out to the
community and a community open day.

The information gathered through the consultation process was used to identify issues that
need to be addressed to develop the proposed structure plan further prior to a proposed
plan change request being drafted.

Consultation Process

The phases of consultation have been undertaken as set out in Figure 1. Figure 1 also
indicates the phase that we are currently at for consultation, which is reporting on the
consultation process to date.

The consultation process has involved:
e  Mail out to Stakeholders and Stakeholder meetings;
e Mail out to landowners and occupiers; and
e Community Open Day (10 December 2008).

e Posters advertising the open day at the Doncaster Hotel and Timaru District Council
offices.

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The consultation material included a letter inviting people to the community open day, a
pamphlet which included a brief description of the proposal, maps of existing zoning in the
area and what is proposed and a feedback form that could be returned by post, if people
were unable to attend the community open day. Refer to Appendix 1 for the consultation
material that was sent out.

In order to obtain community views on the proposal, the consultation material asked
people to think about their views on:

i.  Increasing heavy industrial zoning (IND H) at the locations identified in purple on the
proposed plans

ii. Increasing the light industrial zone (INDL) at the locations identified in yellow on the
proposed plans

iii. The indicative transportation linkages (cycle, walkways and roading)

iv. The proposed “buffer zone” which was intended to indicate a possible further
industrial rezoning to the north of the site at some stage in the future (i.e., a
possible further industrial rezoning in the future, separate to this proposal).

Consultation material (letter, pamphlet and feedback form) was sent to the following
stakeholder groups:

The consultation material was followed by follow up telephone callsa meetings with most
stakeholder groups. Two stakeholder groups were not met with. These included
PrimePort Timaru and Ngai Tahu, however, these groups both provided written comment.

Consultation material (letter, pamphlet and feedback form) was also sent to landowners
and occupiers in the area.

The community open day was held on Wednesday 10 December 2008 at the Doncaster
Hotel between 2pm and 6pm in order to receive comments on the questions detailed
above.
