Thank you for taking the time to provide 
feedback on the Council’s proposed 
Washdyke Industrial Expansion.  We are 
impressed with the level of input with 80 
people responding to the draft proposal. 
 
 
Key messages from consultation 
 
The consultation responses indicate the 
following key matters have been raised by the 
community: 
 
�  The community is largely supportive of 

the need to have coordinated 
transportation routes through the area. 

 
�  Support from the business community for 

rezoning. 
 
�  Resident opposition to the proposed 

industrial zones being in close proximity 
to the existing residences, due to 
potential reverse sensitivity issues 
including, dust, noise, visual amenity, 
odour, air quality, and the disruption of 
their views and rural outlook. 

 
�  Opposition to the proposed location of 

walkways. 
 
�  Opposition to the “no build buffer area” 

as people believe it is overly restrictive 
on private landowners. 

 
�  Support for looking at coordinated

In response to the issues raised  
 
Resident opposition to the rezoning of land 
from Rural 1 to Industrial L between Seadown 
Road and State Highway 1 was noted. With 
particular reference to issues expressed by 
residents concerning potential effects on their 
outlook, sketches on page 3 show what could 
be built as of right under the existing Rural 1 
zoning versus what could be built as of right 
under the Industrial L zoning. 
 
The conceptual roading layout has been 
altered to take into account concerns raised.  
The changes are shown on page 4. 
 
The walkways that residents opposed have 
been removed. 
 
Opposition to the “no build buffer area” has 
been listened to and this has been removed. 
 
 
 
What next? 
 
A formal proposed plan change to rezone the 
land on page 2 from rural to industrial will 
now be prepared.   
 
There will be an opportunity to submit on the 
proposed plan change once it is publicly 
notified by the Timaru District Council.

The Industrial L zone: 
�  5 metre  set back from the boundary for buildings. 
�  A maximum height of 10 metres  for buildings. 
�  All storage  of goods or material shall be 

screened from adjoining Residential Zones. 

Difference between  the Rural 1 and Industri al L  zone? 
Diagrams 1 and 2 below demonstrate differences in height and setback provisions in the District 
Plan for the Rural 1 and Industrial L zones. 

Rural 1 Zone  
Diagram 1 shows how the Rural 1 Zone could be developed without requiring resource consent. 
 
Diagram 1 - Rural Zone 1 

 

The Rural 1 zone: 
�  3 metre  set back from the boundary for buildings. 
�  A maximum height of 15 metres  for buildings. 
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Changes to the roading plan:  
�  Removal of the proposed roading connection between Aorangi Road and 

Seadown Road. 
�  Removal of walkways between Seadown Road and State Highway 1. 
�  Closure of one existing railway crossing and new rail crossing created. 
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
