1. INTRODUCTION

[1] The Panel1 has received a Memorandum of Counsel on behalf of Timaru District Council

in response to the Panel’s requests in Minute 24 following Hearing E2. The Memorandum sets

out that Mr Willis's interim reply in response to Minute 24 notes that further work is required in

relation to:

i. work with other submitters on the "effects management hierarchy approach" in the

context of the EI policies; and

ii. advise whether he recommends accepting the matters of control or discretion for EI-

R22, EI-R25 and EI-R26.2.

[2] Council requests an extension of time to 30 May 2025 for Mr Willis to file a further

statement addressing these remaining matters.

2. DIRECTIONS

[3] The Panel understands that the request for additional time relates to the availability of

submitter’s experts, and accepts the Council’s request for additional time.
